River Cleanup Initiative
In order to accommodate the increased number of people using the Shuswap River, four garbage cans have been installed at key locations on the Shuswap River for the remaining weeks of summer weather.  Two garbage cans have been placed at Eby’s Hand Launch and two at the Riverside Hall Hand Launch in Ashton Creek. All of the garbage cans are blue with yellow "River Clean-Up" insignias. This is a pilot program which will run from mid-August until mid-September. Garbage pick-up will occur several times per week.
