Political Radar

Changes to Provincial Taxes

Colin Hansen, Minister of Finance, recently announced changes in provincial taxes. Some alterations to taxes include a 5% reduction in the carbon tax for gasoline and light fuel oil (to reflect the Renewable Fuel Standard under the Green House Gas Reduction Act), changes to exempt renewable fuels under the Motor Fuel Tax, PST changes for leased tangible property, an increase in the small business limit for corporate sales tax, increases in training tax credits for employers, and an increase in the basic personal, spousal, and dependent tax credits amounts. Changes take effect on January 1, 2010.

Budget 2009
The provincial government offered personal and business tax cuts and higher MSP premiums in the most recent budget update, which was recently released.
The budget noted that the BC economy is expected to contract by 2.9 per cent in 2009 and then grow by 1.9 per cent in 2010. The government is expecting to lose $2 billion in revenues in the current fiscal year.  This has produced a record deficit due to declining resource revenues and income taxes, which will lead to four years of budget deficits and a return to balanced budgets in the fifth year.  The budget update calls for deficits of $2.8 billion in 2009-10, $1.7 billion in 2010/11, $945 million in 2011/12, and $140 million in 2012/13.

The government cut personal and businesses taxes in order to encourage economic recovery. The personal income tax exemption was raised from $9,373 to $11,000. The small business tax threshold was increased to $500,000 from $400,000 effective January 1, 2010. In addition, the government recommitted to dropping the small business income tax rate to zero by April 1, 2012. BC's general corporate income tax rate will fall to 10 per cent in 2011. The BC government will also introduce a 12% harmonized sales tax (HST) on July 1, 2010 that it claims will eliminate $2 billion a year in costs to BC businesses.
