Financing Small Businesses

Small businesses operating for profit in Canada with gross annual revenues of $5 million or less are now eligible to participate in the Canada Small Business Financing Program. The program allows small businesses to obtain loans up to $500,000 which can be used to finance up to 90 percent of the cost of purchasing or improving land, real property, or immovables, purchasing leasehold improvements or improving leased property, or purchasing or improving new and used equipment. Canada Small Business Financing Program loans must be applied for through a bank or credit union. Interest rates are determined by the financial institution. Funding Increases for Apprentices

British Columbia’s Minister of Housing and Social Development announced an increase of $15 million in federal funding for the province’s Skills Development Apprenticeship Program.

The increase in funding means that major enhancements to the program will be possible. Several important changes include full tuition support for apprentices during the economic downturn, expanded eligibility to apprentices who had established an EI claim within the past 26 months, basic living expenses, and increase to incremental supports (such as day care, transportation, and living away from home).

Wood First Act
On September 22, 2009, Pat Bell, Forests & Range Minister, announced BC’s new Wood First Act. “By using more wood, we can strengthen our forest dependent communities and help fight climate changes,” said Bell. The Act will increase demand for wood products by requiring provincially-funded building projects to use wood as the primary construction material. With wood being used in only nineteen percent of commercial and industrial buildings, this Act will encourage wood use by displaying the benefits of use in new building projects.
