D&E Drive In Clarifies Impact of Highway 97 Changes
Peter and Kathy, owners of D&E Drive In, issued the following statement regarding how their business will be affected by the highway changes:

"The rumour that the Highway has bought us is false. [Highways is] only taking a small strip of land between our sign and the sidewalk, which is clearly marked with orange paint. It will not affect our parking or access to the restaurant. Highways has no plan to shut down or cut off access to Hubert Avenue during construction. During construction, Highways will provide flag people to ensure safe access to D&E Drive In and Hubert Avenue in general. In fact, Highways went back to the drawing board with their plan to make sure that our restaurant's parking lot would not get cut down too much. They re-designed the picnic area to make better use of our space.
"After construction is complete, the new lights with turning lanes and advanced green left turn signals will make turning onto Hubert much quicker. For the D&E Drive In, it means northbound highway traffic will be able to turn into our restaurant without the stress of holding up traffic behind them."

Chamber Action 
Federal Ownership of Railway Supported by Spallumcheen, Enderby, and Vernon Councils

The Chamber's initiative to restore the operation of the railroad from Armstrong to Grindrod has been gathering steam!
