Delta C Secures Malaysian Distribution
Delta C Technologies, an Enderby-based company specializing in water in oil monitoring technology, has established a distribution agreement for Malaysia.  As part of owner Dhane Merriman's new market development strategy, Delta C Technologies recently visited Malaysia to finalize the deal.

Water in oil monitoring is important to the oil and gas industry, where measuring the precise amount of water in oil is vital.  Delta C Technologies has emerged as an industry leader due to the accuracy and reliability of its water metering technology.
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"We are expanding our distribution in key markets," says Merriman.  "We have very good relationships with our Western Canadian customers and we recognize that it is important for us to develop relationships abroad.  While we already sell all over the world, our international promotional efforts have been through word-of-mouth primarily.  Our intention is to be more deliberate in our marketing initiatives.  We are focusing on specific overseas markets.  Last year, we set up a distribution agreement in China [with ADI Enterprise in Beijing], which is starting to develop."

For Merriman, expanding distribution into Malaysia was a natural fit for Delta C Technologies.  "There is a significant oil and gas industry in Malaysia.  We have been developing a relationship with a particular Malaysian distributor [Hyperwave Systems Engineering] over the past year.  We went to Malaysia with our demonstration kit and toured all over the country.  We travelled more than 2,500 kilometres by car and made a “side” trip by plane to Borneo.  We did ten product demonstrations in five busy days with well-qualified customers.  It was definitely a whirlwind trip!"

While the product demonstrations and meetings are important, Merriman reveals that the trip to Malaysia was important for a more subtle reason: the development of a face-to-face relationship with the new Malaysian distributor for Delta C Technologies.  "During our stay, we got to know our distributor, Mr. Teoh Wen Han, very well.  It is the strength of our relationship that will ensure long-term success for both of us.  It starts with putting a mutually beneficial agreement in place.  This was a key part of the trip for us.

"We also met the Canadian Trade Commissioner to Malaysia, Sharon Lam," Merriman recounts.  "She was very hospitable to us.  There are programs through the Canadian Trade Program which we are exploring for future showcases overseas."

Having established two key relationships in new international markets, Delta C Technologies is now capitalizing upon the opportunities.  "With distribution agreements secured for China and Malaysia, we are now focusing on strengthening the relationships.  Our product is not a spontaneous purchase, so distribution deals often take time before the full impact is evident.  We want to let this play out.  It will be interesting to look back in a couple of years on the results of our recent progress."
