Upgrades to Cliffs Trail

BC Parks, in conjunction with Splats'in First Nation and the Shuswap Trail Alliance, will be upgrading the Enderby Cliffs trail during the 2010 season.  The work is estimated to be completed in October.  Disruptions to hikers should be minimal, but park users are requested to observe and obey all posted signs and directions from trail crews.

Changes to Water Vessel Safety Regulations, including Tubes
Per the Small Vessels Regulations section of the Canada Shipping Act, effective June 16, 2010, every person operating a human-powered pleasure craft (including a tube) is required to carry a Personal Flotation Device and whistle on-board while navigating the river.
Changes to Campfire Regulations
The Ministry of Forests and Range has introduced new campfire regulations, effective July 1, 2010.  Under these regulations:

· campfires must not be larger than 0.5 meters by 0.5 meters

· you must have a shovel or at least 8 litres of water nearby to extinguish a fire

· a firebreak must surround your fire – create one by scraping down to the dirt – one meter around the fire

· you must never leave your campfire unattended
Please follow these new regulations to reduce the number of human-caused forest fires.  Also, always remember to ensure that your campfire is completely extinguished and the ashes are cool to the touch before leaving the area.
