New Signs for Enderby?
Enderby is being encouraged to upgrade the parks, recreation, and recreational signs around the City.  Chamber employee Willow Burton did a parks and recreation report with findings and recommendations derived from the sports tourism report completed by Enderby and Area F in late 2009. She recommended focusing on increasing and upgrading area signage to highlight sports tourism opportunities.

The Chamber audit gave council an overview of current signage, evaluated its strength and weaknesses and made recommendations. One of the main strengths is that much of the infrastructure necessary for signs is already in place.  It was noted that existing signs lack a consistent theme or brand and suffer from a variety of issues.  The audit recommends that the city design a brand for its signs that is consistent for Enderby and the surrounding area.

River Ambassadors Receive Support

The River Ambassadors are getting a positive reception from many recreation river users. On Sunday, August 15, the River Ambassadors talked to over 300 groups! Valley Chambers Call for Long-Term Transportation Strategy

The Enderby and District Chamber of Commerce is proud to be a participant in the Okanagan Wide Transportation Committee.

At the 2010 Annual General Meeting of the BC Chamber of Commerce a policy was unanimously passed asking the Provincial Government to develop "A Long Term Strategic Approach to Transportation in the Southern Interior of BC."

The Okanagan Wide Transportation Committee was instrumental in writing the policy and ensuring it got to the floor of the BC Chamber of Commerce AGM Policy session. The Okanagan Transportation Committee consists of Chambers from Sicamous to Osoyoos representing a membership roster of more than 4,000 businesses. This Committee has been meeting regularly for several years now as they strongly believe in the need for the Ministry of Transportation to develop an integrated, multi-modal transportation vision for the Southern Interior region.

"Our transportation infrastructure is fundamental to the economic performance of Enderby, Area F, and the region as a whole," says Enderby & District Chamber of Commerce Executive Director Tate Bengtson.  "A long-term policy that addresses multi-modal transportation is critical to regional development.  It will help us with business attraction, retention, and expansion.  It will stimulate our competitiveness and productivity while encouraging a greater diversity of businesses in the area.  Moreover, a regional approach to multi-model transportation will provide the economy of scale required to advance greener public transportation options of direct benefit to the entire valley."
"As our Region grows, successful navigation of the challenges this growth will present to the transportation network and infrastructure will become increasingly important to our economic prosperity," says Okanagan Transportation Committee Chair, Norm LeCavalier. "This issue is not going to disappear and we need to start working on this immediately."
As with any region in a province as vast and geographically distinct as BC, the viability of the local and regional economy is directly linked with the transportation network which serves it. This network includes provincial highways, rail systems, local roads, transit service, cycling and pedestrian corridors. The Okanagan Chambers, with the support of the BC Chamber of Commerce, are recommending to the Provincial Government that it is time to take immediate action to work with municipalities and regional districts to develop a vision for the Okanagan Valley Transportation Corridor.

Tourism Advisories

Campfire Ban 

Campfires and all open burning are still prohibited across the Kamloops Fire Centre to help prevent human-caused wildfires.  This ban applies to open fires of any size, including campfires, along with fireworks, tiki torches and burning barrels. The ban does not apply to cooking stoves that use gas, propane or briquettes, or to portable campfire apparatus with a CSA or ULC rating using briquettes, liquid or gaseous fuel, as long as the operator maintains it with a flame length no longer than 15 centimetres. Campfire apparatus that do not meet these requirements are prohibited. This ban covers all BC Parks, Crown and private lands, but does not apply within the boundaries of local governments that have forest fire prevention bylaws and are serviced by a fire department. 
Cooke Creek Recreational Site Closed for Splats'in Cultural Event

The Splats'in First Nation will be celebrating a week-long cultural event with a variety of activities at the Cooke Creek recreational site. The site will be closed from noon on August 23rd to noon on August 29th. People will not be able to access the site for camping or fishing but are still able to use the river if accessed from other sites or hand launches.
